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The educational and vocational program "Environmental safety" implemented at
the Kharkiv National Automobile and Highway University in the specialty 101 "Ecology"
is a system of documents developed and approved by the institution of higher education
on the basis of the Standard of Higher Education in the specialty 101 "Ecology" field of
knowledge 10 " Natural Sciences" for the Master's level of higher education.

The educational and vocational program (EPP) regulates the goals, expected
results, content, conditions and technologies for the implementation of the educational
process, assessment of the quality of training of a graduate in a given specialty.

The educational and vocational program is structured logically. It defines program
competences, namely integral competence, general and professional competences.
Program learning outcomes that are fully aligned with competencies are analyzed.

The staffing of the educational and vocational program is provided by the scientific
and pedagogical staff of the department of ecology, foreign languages and metrology and
industrial safety and fully corresponds to the profile of the teaching disciplines. The
curriculum for master's training in the specialty 101 "Ecology" fully corresponds to the
tasks of the educational and vocational program. The sequence of study of educational
components, the list and volume of mandatory components of the educational and
vocational program correspond to the structural and logical scheme of the EPP.

The advantages of the reviewed EPP include its clear international focus, justified
by improvement within the framework of the implementation of international
ERASMUS+ projects.

I consider the prospect of the development of this EPP to be the engagement of
specialists from foreign universities on a contract basis to read individual blocks of
educational disciplines, as well as the involvement of teachers of this educational program
to deliver lectures at foreign universities according to the profile of the EPP within the
framework of the program to promote the internationalization of the university.

Taking into account the above, I believe that the peer-reviewed educational and
vocational program "Environmental safety" of the second (master's) level of higher
education can be recommended for use in training applicants for the specialty 101
"Ecology".
